hearing is before, as set forth in the attachment to this order.

IT IS FURTHER ORDERED that, unless otherwise ordered, courtrooms will remain
open and in person participation is permiited, so long as participants can meet the guidelines for
courthouse entry set by court administration. The most recent guidelines are set forth in the
Visitor Alert attached to this order. Visitors should check the Alaska Court System’s website for
updates. However, persons physically present in the courtroom should maintain appropriate
physical distance from one another and from court personnel. Please do not approach the court

clerk unless invited to do so. Individual judges may limit the number of court participants
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consistent with healthy courtroom capacity levels. Individual judges may be conducting only

telephonic hearings due to their own social distancing restrictions.
