To prove that the defendant committed this crime, the state must prove beyond a reasonable doubt each of the following elements:

(1) the defendant was a drunken person; 

(2) the defendant knowingly entered or remained on licensed premises.

"licensed premises" –  04.11.080
Alaska Statute 04.21.080(a) contains a definition of "knowingly" which is essentially identical to that contained in AS 11.81.900(a)(2). Accordingly, the pattern instruction for AS 11.81.900(a)(2) should be used.
