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I have authorized the jury to view [state subject of view]. During the jury view, you will be accompanied by an officer of the court, who will ensure that no one speaks with any of you on any subject connected with the trial during your inspection. You are not to communicate among yourselves about your observations until deliberations.
The jury view is evidence, and you may consider your observations during the jury view just like the evidence presented in the courtroom. 
USE NOTE

Alaska Criminal Rule 27(b)(1) empowers the trial court to order a jury view of "the property which is the subject of the litigation or the place where a material fact occurred."  Whether or not to grant a jury view, and when to conduct a jury view, are matters of trial court discretion.  Hampton v. State, 623 P.2d 318, 319 (Alaska 1981); Battese v. State, 425 P.2d 606, 608 (Alaska 1967); Shafer v. State, 456 P.2d 466, 469-70 (Alaska 1969).

Criminal Rule 27(b)(2) requires that jury views be conducted under the court's supervision, and that the jury be accompanied at all times by an officer of the court to insure there will be no communication between the jury and others.  Similarly, since deliberations have not commenced, jurors must not communicate among themselves concerning their observations.  Cf. Criminal Rule 27(c)(1).

It is clear that a jury view is a "stage of trial" at which the accused is entitled to be present.  Criminal Rule 38(a).  Logistical problems concerning accommodation of that right with the due process principle prohibiting display to the jury of the accused in custody may arise.  See Larson v. State, 656 P.2d 571, 575 (Alaska App. 1982).

Under some circumstances, a party or the court may propose to combine a jury view with an experiment or witness testimony. Bowlin v. State, 823 P.2d 676 (Alaska App. 1991). See also, State v. I'Anson, 529 P.2d 188, 191 n. 10 (Alaska 1974).
