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At the end of the trial, the lawyers argue the case to you.  Their arguments may be, and usually are, helpful to you.  However, arguments are not evidence and you cannot consider them as evidence.  You should give careful attention to the lawyers’ arguments, if they are based upon the evidence and the law as I instructed you.  But if the arguments depart from the facts or from the law, you should disregard them.  Although acting in good faith, the lawyers may be mistaken in their recollection of evidence given during the trial.  You are the ones to determine what weight to give to the evidence in this case, as well as what conclusions of fact to draw.
