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With respect to the crime of _______________ described in Instruction _____,  if you find that the state has proved beyond a reasonable doubt each of the elements in the first set of elements OR each of the elements in the second set of elements, then you must find the defendant guilty.  

On the other hand, if you find that the state has not proved beyond a reasonable doubt each of the elements in the first set of elements AND that the state has not proved beyond a reasonable doubt each of the elements in the second set of elements, then you must find the defendant not guilty. 

To return a verdict of guilty, each of you individually must find the defendant guilty, but you need not agree among yourselves which of the two sets of elements the state has proved.
USE NOTE

This instruction must be given whenever the jury is instructed on multiple theories of an offense.  See e.g. Pattern Instruction 11.41.110(a)(1) (Second Degree Murder).
