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You will be provided a separate verdict form for each charged offense and for each lesser included offense.  When you are ready to record your verdicts, follow the instructions on these forms.

USE NOTE

When the jury indicates that it is deadlocked and cannot reach a verdict and where both a charged offense and lesser included offenses have been presented to the jury, see Whiteaker v. State, 808 P.2d 270 (Alaska App. 1991).  It may be necessary, in the appropriate circumstances, to either amend the verdict forms or the court's polling practice to allow the court to determine whether the jury is actually deadlocked on the greater charge, and, if not, to instruct the jury about a partial verdict.  Id. at 276 n.10.
