USE NOTE

This packet of self-explanatory verdict forms is designed to lead the jury through the maze of lesser included offenses with a minimum of difficulty.  It also is designed to prevent jurors from mistakenly filling out verdict forms for lesser included offenses when they already have convicted the defendant of the greater offense.

The last two forms (1.51D and E) are designed for use in cases in which the judge has instructed the jury on two alternative lesser included offenses, neither of which is a lesser included offense of the other.  For example, these forms would be used if the state originally had charged the defendant with robbery and the judge intended to instruct the jury on the lesser included offenses of third-degree assault (a Class C felony) and second-degree theft (also a Class C felony).  The last of these forms (1.51E) should be used if the court does not intend to instruct the jury on further offenses which are lesser included offenses of one of the alternative lesser included offenses.  Otherwise, the first of these last two forms (1.51D) may be used.

The first three verdict forms in this packet (1.51A-C) are designed for use in cases where the court does not intend to instruct the jury on alternative lesser included offenses.  The second of these three forms (1.51B) for "intermediate" lesser included offenses, should be used only if the judge intends to instruct the jury on at least two lesser included offenses, one of which is a lesser included offense of the other.
