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A defendant may be found guilty of             even if the defendant personally did not commit each of the acts constituting the crime.   To prove that the defendant is guilty of ______________ based in whole or in part on the conduct of some other person or persons, the state must prove beyond a reasonable doubt:

the defendant caused [an innocent person] [a person who lacks criminal responsibility] to engage in the conduct constituting the crime of 


 as defined in these instructions; and

the defendant acted [insert the culpable mental state that is sufficient for the commission of the crime].

USE NOTE

This instruction is for use in legal accountability (accomplice liability) cases under AS 11.16.110(3).  

In element (2), the culpable mental state can be intentionally, knowingly, recklessly, or with criminal negligence.  The phrase "the culpable mental state that is sufficient for the commission of the offense" comes from AS 11.16.110(3).  Where possible, reference should be made to the instruction on the underlying offense containing the mental state or mental states.  The concluding paragraphs of that instruction must be modified or eliminated in an accomplice liability case.
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
