To prove that the defendant committed this crime, the state must prove beyond a reasonable doubt each of the following elements:

(1)
the defendant intended to cause another person to engage in conduct constituting the crime of                           ; and

(2)
the defendant asked, induced, or commanded the other person to engage in that conduct.

USE NOTE

The following term is defined in other instructions:

"intended" – 11.81.900(a) ("intentionally") 

It may be of benefit to the jury to give the instruction for the underlying crime at the time this instruction is given, for the jury’s guidance in determining whether the solicitation, if any, went to criminal or non-criminal conduct.  Braun v. State, 911 P.2d 1075 (Alaska App. 1996). ("AS 11.31.110(a) does not require proof that the defendant solicited another person 'to commit a crime'.  Rather, the statute declares that a person commits solicitation when he or she solicits another person 'to engage in conduct constituting a crime'." Id. at 1082.)  See also Braham v. State, 571 P.2d 631 (Alaska 1977).  

Alaska Statute 11.81.900(b) states that the term solicits includes "commands."
