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, the defendant in this case, has been charged with the crime of murder in the first degree.

To prove that the defendant committed this crime, the state must prove beyond a reasonable doubt each of the following elements:

(1)
the defendant knowingly engaged in conduct directed toward a child under the age of 16;

(2)
the defendant with criminal negligence inflicted serious physical injury on the child by at least two separate acts; and 

(3)
one of defendant’s acts resulted in the death of the child.
