11.41.110(a)(4)
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______________________, the defendant in this case, has been charged with the crime of murder in the second degree.
To prove that the defendant committed this crime, the state must prove beyond a reasonable doubt each of the following elements:

(1) the defendant was acting with a criminal street gang;
(2) the defendant committed or attempted to commit a crime that is a felony; and

(3)
in the course of or in furtherance of that crime, or in immediate flight from that crime, any person caused the death of a person other than one of the participants.
