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, the defendant in this case, has been charged with the crime of murder of an unborn child.

You must find the defendant not guilty unless the state has proved beyond a reasonable doubt that, although the defendant’s act caused the death of an unborn child, it:
 ( [was not committed during a legal abortion [to which the pregnant woman consented] [to which a person authorized by law to act on her behalf consented] [for which consent is implied by law]].

[was not committed under usual and customary standards of medical practice during diagnostic testing, therapeutic treatment, or to assist a pregnancy].

[was not committed by a pregnant woman against herself and her own unborn child].

USE NOTE

The following term is defined in other instructions:

This instruction must be given if one of the three acts for which a person may not be convicted pursuant to 11.41.180 is at issue.
