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Now you must determine whether the defendant has previous convictions.
To prove that the defendant has previous convictions, the state must prove beyond a reasonable doubt the following elements:
(1) the defendant was convicted on two or more separate occasions of any of the following crimes: [insert name of predicate crime(s), see AS 11.41.220(a)(5)]; and
(2) the date that sentence was imposed for each conviction was within 10 years preceding the date of the current offense.
USE NOTE

Alaska Statute 11.41.230(a)(5)(E) provides that a law or ordinance of this or another jurisdiction with elements similar to those listed in (A) – (D) is to be counted as a previous conviction.  See State v. Simpson, 53 P.3d 165 (Alaska App. 2002).  If the court determines that an alleged prior conviction was under a similar law or ordinance, the name of that offense should be listed.
