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"Nonconsensual contact" means any contact with another person that involves some element of direct or indirect communication and that is initiated or continued without that person’s consent, that is beyond the scope of the consent provided by that person, or that is in disregard of that person’s expressed desire that the contact be avoided or discontinued.
Nonconsensual contact includes:

(1)
following or appearing in sight of the other person,

(2)
approaching or confronting that person in a public place or on private property,

(3)
appearing at the workplace or residence of that person,

(4)
entering into or remaining on property owned, leased, or occupied that person,

(5)
contacting that person by telephone,

(6)
sending mail or electronic communications to that person, and

(7)
placing an object on, delivering an object to, property owned, leased, or occupied by that person.

USE NOTE

The following term is defined in another instruction:

"public place" – 11.81.900(b)
Nonconsensual contact does not take place by merely coming into a person’s view but "must involve some element of direct or indirect communication." Cooper v. Cooper, 144 P.3d 451, 458 (Alaska 2004). This interpretation has been incorporated into the instruction defining nonconsensual contact.
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
