To prove that the defendant committed this crime, the state must prove beyond a reasonable doubt each of the following elements:

(1)
the defendant compelled or induced another person to engage in sexual conduct, adult entertainment, or labor in the state; and

(2)
did so by force or threat of force against any person, or by deception.
