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, the defendant in this case, has been charged with the crime of sexual assault in the fourth degree.

To prove that the defendant committed this crime, the state must prove beyond a reasonable doubt each of the following elements:

(1)
the defendant knowingly engaged in sexual contact with another person;

(2)
the defendant was employed in a [state correctional facility][other placement designated by the commissioner of corrections for the custody and care of prisoners]; 

(3)
the other person was committed to the custody of the Department of Corrections to serve a [term of imprisonment] [period of temporary commitment]; and

(4)
the defendant knew the other person was committed to the custody of the Department of Corrections to serve a [term of imprisonment] [period of temporary commitment].
