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A person is "mentally incapable" if the person suffers from a mental disease or defect that renders the person incapable of understanding the nature or consequences of the person's conduct, including the potential for harm to that person.

USE NOTE

This definition is only for purposes of AS 11.41.410 – 11.41.470, unless the context requires otherwise.
