To prove that the defendant committed this crime, the state must prove beyond a reasonable doubt each of the following elements:
[bookmark: _GoBack](1)	the defendant obtained the use of computer time, a computer system, a computer program, a computer network, or any part of a computer system or network;
(2)	the defendant’s use of the computer time, system, program, network or part of a system or network was unauthorized;
(3)	the defendant obtained the use with reckless disregard that the use was unauthorized; and 
(4)	the value of the services was $25,000 or more.
