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The first phase of the trial reached an end with your verdict on the charge of Concealment of Merchandise.  There now will be a second part of the trial that involves whether the defendant has prior convictions. The allegations regarding prior convictions must be proved beyond a reasonable doubt to the jury.
This second stage of the trial will begin before you on ___________.  Until then, you must follow all the instructions previously given to you about not discussing this case among yourselves or with anyone else.
