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, the defendant in this case, has been charged with the crime of obtaining an access device or identification document by fraudulent means.

To prove that the defendant committed this crime, the state must prove the following beyond a reasonable doubt:

That the defendant [bought an access device or identification document from a person other than the issuer] [as other than the issuer, sold an access device or identification document] [obtained an access device or identification document with intent to defraud] [made a false statement in an application for an access device or identification document with intent to defraud].

The statute defining this offense does not specify a mental state for the first two theories of the offense. If a defendant is charged under one of those theories, the court may need to determine whether a culpable mental state applies to that theory. See AS.11.81.610.
