the defendant intentionally damaged any property by starting a fire or causing an explosion, and

(2)
by that act recklessly placed another person in danger of serious physical injury.

[In this instruction, "another person" includes but is not limited to fire and police service personnel or other public employees who respond to emergencies, regardless of rank, functions, or duties being performed.]
