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, the defendant in this case, has been charged with the crime of falsifying business records.

To prove that the defendant committed this crime, the state must prove beyond a reasonable doubt each of the following elements:

(1)
the defendant [made or caused a false entry in the business records of an enterprise] [altered, erased, obliterated, deleted, removed, or destroyed a true entry in the business records of an enterprise] [omitted to make a true entry in the business records of an enterprise in violation of a duty to do so which the defendant knew to be imposed upon that person by law or by the nature of the defendant’s position] [prevented the making of a true entry or caused the omission of a true entry in the business records of an enterprise]; and

(2)
the defendant did so with the intent to defraud.
