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When you determine the value of property, you must add together the amounts involved in separate criminal acts committed under one course of conduct.  Multiple criminal acts are committed under one course of conduct if the prosecution has proved beyond a reasonable doubt that the defendant committed them as part of a calculated series of criminal acts that are part of an overarching scheme or plan.
USE NOTE

AS 11.46.980(c) requires aggregation of separate property offenses, if the state proves a single course of conduct.  Proof of a single course of conduct requires a showing that the defendant committed a “calculated” series of offenses which are part of an overarching scheme or plan. Buckwalter v. State, 23 P.3d 81, 85-6 (Alaska App. 2001). Whether there is a single course of conduct is a question of fact for the jury. Id. 

AS 11.46.980(c) includes within the definition of a course of conduct acts committed against the same person or several persons.  If a case involves more than one alleged victim, this instruction may need to be revised to make clear that the amounts relating to each alleged victim must be aggregated.
