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, the defendant in this case, has been charged with the crime of endangering the welfare of a child in the first degree.

To prove that the defendant committed this crime, the state must prove beyond a reasonable doubt each of the following elements:

(1)
the defendant knowingly transported a child in a motor vehicle, aircraft, or watercraft; and

(2)
while transporting the child, the defendant was in violation of AS 28.35.030.

USE NOTE
The following terms are defined in other instructions:

“knowingly” – 11.81.900(a)(2)
“motor vehicle” – 28.90.990

Based on AS 11.81.610, the mental state "knowingly" is included in elements specifying conduct alleged to have been engaged in by the defendant when not otherwise specified by statute.
If the defendant was not separately charged with a violation of AS 28.35.030, the parties should consider replacing the statutory reference with the elements of the offense.
