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, the defendant in this case, has been charged with the crime of unsworn falsification in the second degree.
To prove that the defendant committed this crime, the state must prove beyond a reasonable doubt each of the following elements:

(1)
the defendant submitted a false written or recorded statement; 
(2)
the statement was [in an application for a benefit] [on a form bearing notice, authorized by law, that false statements made in it are punishable];

(3)
the defendant did not believe the statement to be true; and
(4)
the defendant intended to mislead a public servant in the performance of a duty.
