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"Statement" means a representation of fact and includes a representation of opinion, belief, or other state of mind when the representation clearly relates to state of mind apart from or in addition to any facts that are the subject of the representation.
"Sworn statement" means [a statement knowingly given under oath or affirmation attesting to the truth of what is stated, including a notarized statement] [a statement knowingly given under penalty of perjury under AS 09.63.020].
USE NOTE
With regard to AS 11.56.240(1), Senate Journal Supp. No. 47 at 72 (June 12, 1978) notes: 

"Statement" is defined in subsection (1) to mean any representation of fact, including a statement of opinion or belief when the opinion or belief relates to a state of mind. Thus, the statement "I believe the car was red" is a false statement only if the defendant did not have the belief; its falsity does not depend on the actual color of the car.

Under AS 11.56.240(2), a sworn statement can be either a statement given under oath or affirmation (subsection A) or a statement given under AS 09.63.020 (subsection B). In this instruction, the two subsections are bracketed and set out as alternatives because in most cases the sworn statement clearly will be of one type or the other. But in cases where the nature of the sworn statement is not clear, both alternatives should be given.

Alaska Statute 09.63.020(a) provides:

A matter required or authorized to be supported, evidenced, established, or proven by the sworn statement, declaration, verification, certificate, oath, or affidavit, in writing of the person making it (other than a deposition, an acknowledgement, an oath of office, or an oath required to be taken before a specified official other than a notary public) may be supported, evidenced, established, or proven by the person certifying in writing "under penalty of perjury" that the matter is true. The certification shall state the date and place of execution, the fact that a notary public or other official empowered to administer oaths is unavailable, and the following:
"I certify under penalty of perjury that the foregoing is true."
