To prove that the defendant committed this crime, the state must prove beyond a reasonable doubt:

(1)
_________________ was reporting or attempting to report a crime involving domestic violence to a law enforcement agency; and

the defendant knowingly interfered with that person’s reporting or attempting to  report.

The following term is defined in another instruction:



"knowingly" – 11.81.900

Alaska Statute 11.56.745 does not specify a culpable mental state with respect to the first element.  State v. Strane interpreted a former version of AS 11.56.740(a) that had a structure similar to AS 11.56.745(a) and held that the state must prove that the defendant recklessly disregarded a substantial and unjustifiable risk that the protective order prohibited his conduct.  State v. Strane, 61 P.3d 1284, 1292 (Alaska 2003).  Strane thus suggests that, under AS 11.56.745(a), the state must prove that the defendant recklessly disregarded a substantial and unjustifiable risk that the victim was reporting or attempting to report a crime of domestic violence.
