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_______________________________________, the defendant in this case, has been charged with the crime of violation of custodian’s duty.

To prove that the defendant committed this crime, the state must prove beyond a reasonable doubt each of the following elements:

(1)
the defendant was acting as a custodian appointed by a court for a released person under AS 12.30; 
(2)
the defendant was directed by the court to report immediately, and as directed by the court, a violation of the released person’s conditions; and
(3)
the defendant knowingly failed to report immediately, or knowingly failed to report as directed by the court, that the released person violated a condition of release.
USE NOTE
The following term is defined in another instruction:


"knowingly" – 11.81.900
This instruction refers to AS 12.30, which provides for "release" of a criminal defendant under a variety of circumstances.
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
