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, the defendant in this case, has been charged with the crime of compounding.

To prove that the defendant committed this crime, the state must prove beyond a reasonable doubt the following element:

[the defendant conferred, offered to confer, or agreed to confer a benefit on another in exchange for that person's concealing an offense, refraining from initiating or aiding in the prosecution of an offense, or withholding evidence of an offense.]

[the defendant accepted or agreed to accept a benefit in exchange for concealing an offense, refraining from initiating or aiding in the prosecution of an offense, or withholding evidence of an offense.]

USE NOTE

The term "benefit" is defined in Pattern Instruction 11.81.900(b).

Alaska Statutes 12.45.120 and 12.45.130 provide the means for compromise of action in certain situations.  In these situations, the defendant would not be guilty of compounding.  That appears to be a question of law which does not concern the jury.

The committee considered the language "consideration of" to be confusing to jurors and therefore substituted the language "exchange for."
