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, the defendant in this case, has been charged with the crime of terroristic threatening in the first degree.
To prove that the defendant committed this crime, the state must prove beyond a reasonable doubt each of the following elements:

(1)
the defendant knowingly sent or delivered a bacteriological, biological, chemical, or radiological substance or an imitation bacteriological, biological, chemical, or radiological substance; and
(2)
as a result of sending or delivering that substance, the defendant [placed another person in reasonable fear of physical injury to any person] [caused the evacuation of a building, public place or area, business premises, or mode of public transportation] [caused serious public inconvenience].
