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"Certifies" means either (1) attesting to the existence, truth, or accuracy of facts stated in a public record, or (2) attesting that one holds an opinion stated in a public record.

USE NOTE

The definition of "certifies" contained in AS 11.56.820(b)(1) incorporates the responsibilities of state officials set forth in AS 37.10.030.  The following language tracks the language of the portion of AS 37.10.030 that the committee can foresee might be at issue in a prosecution involving certification:

An officer or employee approving or certifying a voucher is responsible for the existence or correctness of the facts recited in the certificate or stated on the voucher or its supporting papers and for the legality of the proposed payment under the appropriation or fund involved.

See Pattern Instruction 11.81.900(b) for the definition of "public record."
