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, the defendant in this case, has been charged with the crime of official misconduct.

To prove that the defendant committed this crime, the state must prove beyond a reasonable doubt each of the following elements:

(1)
the defendant was a public servant;

(2)
the defendant intended to obtain a benefit or to injure or deprive another person of a benefit; and

(3)
the defendant [performed an act relating to [his] [her] office but constituting an unauthorized exercise of [his] [her] official functions, knowing that the act was unauthorized] [knowingly refrained from performing a duty imposed upon the defendant by law or clearly inherent in the nature of [his] [her] office].
