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"Judicial officer" means a supreme court justice, including the chief justice, a judge of the court of appeals, a judge of the superior court, a district court judge, or a magistrate.

"Juror" means a person who is a member of an impanelled jury or a person who has been drawn or summoned to attend as a prospective juror.

"Physical evidence" means an article, object, document, record, or other thing of physical substance.

"Testimony" means oral or written statements, documents, or other material that may be offered by a witness in an official proceeding.

"Witness" means [a witness summoned or appearing in an official proceeding] [a person who the defendant believes may be called as a witness in an official proceeding, present or future].
