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, the defendant in this case, has been charged with the crime of disorderly conduct.
To prove that the defendant committed this crime, the state must prove beyond a reasonable doubt each of the following elements:

(1)
the defendant recklessly created a hazardous condition for others; and

(2)
the defendant's act had no legal justification or excuse.  

A “hazardous condition for others” is a condition that poses a risk to the health or physical safety of others.
USE NOTE

The following term is defined in another instruction:

"reckless" – 11.81.900(a)(3) ("recklessly")
The definition of “hazardous condition for others” is taken from Wolfe v. State, 24 P.3d 1252, 1258 (Alaska App. 2001).
