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You may only find the defendant guilty of the crime of harassment for making an anonymous telephone call if you find that the state has proved beyond a reasonable doubt that the defendant made an anonymous telephone call that had no legitimate communicative purpose. A call has no legitimate communicative purpose if it contains no substantive information and the caller’s sole intention is to annoy or harass the recipient.
USE NOTE
This instruction derives from the decision of the court of appeals in McKillop v. State, 857 P.2d 358 (Alaska App. 1993), and must be given whenever a defendant is charged with making an anonymous telephone call under AS 11.61.120(a)(4). This instruction should be given immediately following the elements instruction.
