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, the defendant in this case, has been charged with the crime of cruelty to animals.

To prove that the defendant committed this crime, the state must prove beyond a reasonable doubt that the defendant: [knowingly inflicted severe and prolonged physical pain or suffering on an animal] [knowingly killed or injured an animal by the use of a decompression chamber] [intentionally killed or injured a pet or livestock by the use of poison] [knowingly killed or injured an animal with the intent to intimidate, threaten, or terrorize another person].
