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"Unconditional discharge" means that a defendant is released from all disability arising under a sentence, including probation and parole.

USE NOTE
In Singleton v. State, 921 P.2d 636 (Alaska App. 1996), the court of appeals further clarified that an "unconditional discharge" required

completion of any sentence of imprisonment, discharge from parole or probation, and release from any other restriction directly imposed as part of the judgment of conviction. Restoration of collaterally affected rights or privileges is not required.
