SECOND DEGREE—POSSESSION OF PRECURSOR FOR METHAMPHETAMINE MANUFACTURE
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, the defendant in this case, has been charged with the crime of misconduct involving a controlled substance in the second degree.

To prove that the defendant committed this crime, the state must prove beyond a reasonable doubt each of the following elements:

(1)
the defendant possessed an immediate precursor of  methamphetamine, or its salts, isomers, or salts of isomers; and
(2)
the defendant did so with the intent to manufacture any material, compound, mixture, or preparation that contains methamphetamine, or its salts, isomers, or salts of isomers.  

USE NOTE
The following terms are defined in other instructions:
“immediate precursor” – 11.71.900

“intentionally” – 11.81.900(a)(1) (intent)
“manufacture” – 11.71.900
The statute provides an exception for individuals who are allowed access to controlled substances under AS 17.30. AS 11.70.020(a). If this exception applies, an additional element should be considered.
