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, the defendant in this case, has been charged with the crime of misconduct involving a controlled substance in the fifth degree.
To prove that the defendant committed this crime, the state must prove beyond a reasonable doubt that 
(1) the defendant possessed one or more preparations, compounds, mixtures, or substances of an aggregate weight of one ounce or more containing a schedule VIA controlled substance; and

(2) the defendant did so knowingly.

USE NOTE
The following terms are defined in other instructions:
“knowingly” – 11.81.900(a)(2)
“schedule VIA controlled substance” – 11.71.900
Based on AS 11.81.610, the mental state “knowingly” is included in this offense.

This statute does not apply if AS 11.71.040(a)(4) applies to the defendant’s conduct.
