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, the defendant in this case, has been charged with the crime of misconduct involving confidential information in the second degree.

To prove that the defendant committed this crime, the state must prove beyond a reasonable doubt each of the following elements:

(1)
the defendant knowingly obtained confidential information about another person; 
 (2)
the defendant did not have legal authority or consent of the other person to obtain the confidential information.

The court may need to determine whether a culpable mental state applies to Element 2.
