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A person acts with "criminal negligence" with respect to a result or circumstance described by a provision of law defining an offense when the person fails to perceive a substantial and unjustifiable risk that the result will occur or that the circumstance exists. The risk must be of such a nature and degree that the failure to perceive it constitutes a gross deviation from the standard of care that a reasonable person would observe in the situation.  
USE NOTE
AS 11.81.610(c) sets forth the relationship among the four culpable mental states: intentional, knowing, reckless, and criminal negligence.  But see Stoner v. State, WL 1394221 (Alaska App. 2016) (Mannheimer, concurring)
The following is an alternative formulation of this instruction:

A person acts with "criminal negligence" when the person fails to perceive a substantial and unjustifiable risk.  Failing to perceive this risk must be a gross deviation from the way a reasonable person would act.
