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A person is “under the influence” of [an alcoholic beverage] [an intoxicating liquor] [an inhalant] [any controlled substance] [or a combination of these substances] when as a result of [its] [their] use the person's physical or mental abilities are impaired to the extent that the person no longer has the ability to [drive] [operate] a vehicle with the caution characteristic of a person of ordinary prudence who is not under the influence.

USE NOTE

This definition is taken from Molina v. State, 186 P.3d 28, 29 (Alaska App. 2008). In Molina, the court applied, and reworded slightly, the interpretation of "under the influence" found in Gundersen v. Municipality of Anchorage, 762 P.2d 104, 115-16 n.7 (Alaska 1988).
