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, the defendant in this case, has been charged with the crime of failure to provide information.

To prove that the defendant committed this crime, the state must prove beyond a reasonable doubt each of the following elements:

(1) the defendant was involved in an accident while driving a vehicle;

(2) the accident resulted in [injury to or the death of another person] damage to a vehicle driven or attended by another person];

(3) the defendant knew (his) (her) vehicle was involved in an accident at the time the accident occurred; and

(4) the defendant, after stopping, did not give (his) (her) name, address, and license number to the other person.

USE NOTE

The following term is defined in another instruction:



“knowingly” - 11.81.900(a)(2) (knew)
