
GENERAL USE NOTES 
Bracketed material in an instruction normally indicates that the user must make the choice of one or more than one of the items in brackets.  A series of bracketed entries separated by a comma generally suggests that there are two such choices to be made. The drafters have attempted to avoid the use of brackets within brackets, although in some instances such use was inevitable. The user should take caution to compare the instruction with the code section from which it is drawn when brackets within brackets are encountered, to insure that the proper choices are exercised.  

Parenthetical material and blank lines indicate that the user should supply the substantive material to be used within the parentheses or blank line, e.g. the name of the defendant, the underlying crime in attempt or solicitation, the age of the victim in some sexual offenses cases.

Title of instructions, use notes, source notes and references are not intended to come to the attention of the jury.  When the final instructions are prepared in any given case, these items should be deleted.     
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
