IT IS ORDERED:

Section 3 of Alaska Bar Rule 2 is amended to read as follows:

Section 3. (a) An individual who has not graduated from
a law school accredited or approved by the Council of Legal
Education of the American Bar Association or the Association
of American Law Schools shall be eligible to take the bar
examination as a general applicant if he/she (1) has been
licensed to practice law in one or more jurisdictions in the
United States for five of the seven years immediately preceding
the date of his/her first or subsequent applications for
admission to the practice of law in Alaska, (2) was engaged in
the active practice of law during-these for five of those seven

years, and (3) meets the requirements of (a), (c), and (d) of

Section 1 of this Rule.
