IT IS ORDERED: 

Amending Paragraph (d) of Rule 
20, Alaska District Court Civil 
Rules, Relating to Remedies in 
Small Claims Actions. 

Paragraph (d) of Rule 20, Alaska District Court Civil Rules, is 

amended to read: 

(d) A party may deposit with the court all or any part of any 

sum of money or any other thing capable of manual delivery which is 

sought in the action or due under a judgment. The party making the 

deposit shall inform all other parties to the action of the deposit. 

The court shall be governed by Rule 5, Alaska Rules Governing the 

Administration of All Courts, and shall release the deposit to the 

party entitled to it when the party becomes entitled to it. No 

interest shall accrue against a party making a deposit, to the extent 

of the deposit, after it is made.
